pollination | When pollen (a fine powdery substance produced by a
flowering plant) is moved from the male anther of a

flower to the female stigma.

pollinator Animals or insects which carry pollen between plants.

Examples include birds, bees and bats.

germination | When a seed starts to grow.

seed dispersal | A method of moving the seeds away from the parent

plant so that the seeds have the best chance of survival.
