Spelling – weekly spelling tests 
Writing - The children will be introduced to our new 
topic stories with issues and dilemmas through 
shared reading of ’The Butterfly Lion’ by Michael 
Morpurgo. We will also be writing a series of detailed 
diary entries from the perspective of the main 
protagonist.  
Reading – Children will continue to develop their 
responses to retrieval and inference questions and 
develop their answers using PEE – Point, Evidence 
and Explanation.  
Grammar and Punctuation - In our weekly Grammar 
and Punctuation lesson, the children will be learning 
about different word classes, tenses and in particular 
the use of verbs and adjectives as well as 
consolidating concepts from the previous year.
